WHEN TO REGISTER: Registration begins Monday, January 12, 2009 until Friday, March 13, 2009
QUALIFYING AGE: To qualify for entry in September 2009, a child must be five years of age by December 31, 2009.
REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION: A valid birth certificate of the child and immunization records must be provided at the time of registration.

DEFERRED ENROLLMENT: The School Act allows a parent to defer the enrollment of a child’s entry to school for not more than one year.
Parents are encouraged to discuss deferment with the school principal before a decision is made.

WHERE TO REGISTER FOR THE ENGLISH PROGRAM:

1. Register your child at your school of choice.
2. All registrations will be put on a waitlist.

3. Notification of acceptance of registration subsequent to close of registration date will be according to Board approved priority.
CRITERIA FOR ACCEPTANCE:

Students will be accepted in their chosen school according to the following order of priority:
e catchment area students who attended the school in 2008/09;
catchment area students who were placed by the district in a different school in 2008/09;
siblings of catchment area students;
new catchment area students;
siblings of non-catchment area students currently enrolled in the school;
non-catchment area students who had been placed in that particular school by the district;
non-catchment area students who request to attend the school which is other than their catchment area school; and,
non-district area students.

CLOSING DATES:

While Kindergarten registrations will be accepted anytime after January 12, 2009, students are encouraged to register before March 13, 2009. Should a
school have more registrants than capacity on that date; the above criteria will be used to determine which students may attend a chosen school.
